Natural Resources Division

Lake Michigan Contractors mobilized dredg-
ing equipment off Bonita Beach in mid- Feb-
ruary and began renourishing 3900+ linear
feet of Bonita Beach on March 14, 2004.
Dredge material is being pumped from the Big
Carlos Pass ebb shoals to the beach area, be-
ginning at the north end of Bonita Beach trav-
eling south including Lee County Access No.
9 and Access No. 10. The renourished beach
will add approximately 120 feet to the eroded
shoreline. To date, 65,000 cubic yards of sand
have been placed. The contractor is working
500 foot sections at atime in order to have the
least impact on beachgoers. Total contract
cost is $1,659,576 with anticipated completion
in mid June.

Bonita Beach Road Widening- Mango

This project will widen Bonita Beach Road
from 1-75 to Imperial from 4 to 6 lanes.

The Waste-to-Energy third combustion
unit, with a capacity of 600 tons per day, was
permitted in the latter part of last year and
procurement for engineering services and the
construction contract are under way.

Utilities Division.......expANDING

The North Lee County Water Treatment Plant will be

located in North Lee County. The everse osmosis water
treatment plant initial capacity will be 5.0 million gallons <3
per day (mgd) with the availability to expand the plant to 10
mgd in the future. The plant is being built to provide addi-
tional capacity for future growth. The well field will utilize
brackish water from the Lower Hawthorne Aquifer with a
total of eight wells. The use of this aquifer will add diversity

to the County’ s water sources and will provide more reliability to the potable water system.

Corkscrew Water Treatment Plant is expanding existing plant capacity from 10 mgd to 15

mgd per day.

The Lovers Key Roadside
Park will be constructed
across the street from Lovers
Key State Park on Estero
Boulevard. The existing pic-
nic shelters will be demol-
ished so that new picnic shel-
ters can be constructed. This
five-acre site will also include
two unisex restrooms and a
playground. Estero Boulevard
will be modified so that a
southbound left-hand  turn
lane will be added to accom
modate the traffic into the
park. This project is being
funded from the following
sources.  Tourist Develop-
ment Tax, Lee County Gas
Taxes, State Grant, City of
Bonita Springs and private
contributions solicited on be-
half of the City of Bonita
Springs. Anticipated com
pletion date for this project is
Fall of thisyear.
